DISABLED CRICKET  

The Nottinghamshire Disabled Cricket Association team have competed in the national league for the last two seasons.  This coming season the team will be competing against Lancashire, Yorkshire and Cheshire in the Northern group.

The national league games are played over forty overs using an incrediball which is lighter and softer than a normal cricket ball.  A twenty two-yard pitch is used and runners can also be used if needed.

The final of the league has been played at Trent Bridge for the last two years and is scheduled to be played here again on Monday 27th August.  The team net in the Woodhead Hall and practices on Wednesday.

In March, two members of the current squad will be taking their Level One Coaching Award and will be looking to use this qualification for developing future players.

Nottinghamshire County Council is running their annual A.P.O.C. Courses.  A.P.O.C.- Awareness, Participation, Opportunities and Coaching.  These courses are held in Mansfield and Trent Bridge giving disabled school children a chance to compete in a kwik cricket style competition.  It is hoped that at these competitions, youngsters can be made aware of the senior team and encouraged to come along to senior practices.

SOUTH   NOTTINGHAMSHIRE


CRICKET LEAGUE 2001
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These abbreviated explanations and wordings are offered as a guide for local cricketers.  They do not include all the changes, neither do they replace the official definitions contained within the Laws of Cricket!





WAYS OF BEING OUT


Now Out caught off ANY part of glove (holding bat).


Timed Out, unless new batsman is ready to take guard within three (3) minutes of fall of wicket.





NO BALL & WIDE BALL


A full toss (beamer) above SHOULDER height is a No Ball.


A non-slow full toss above WAIST height is also a No Ball.


Anything above HEAD height is a No Ball (not a Wide!).


A ball that bounces more than twice before reaching the batsman or rolls along the ground is a No Ball.


A delivery is WIDE if the batsman cannot play it with a normal cricket stroke.





CAPTAINS


Responsible for ensuring all of their players observe the SPIRIT OF CRICKET.


Provide Umpires with written team list before toss.





FIELDERS & WICKETKEEPER


When leaving or returning to the field must obtain Umpire’s Permission or potential penalty now applies.


Excessive movement while batsman is receiving the ball is NOT ALLOWED. Normal  “Walking-in” is OK.





SCORING


Penalty for No Ball and Wide Ball is ADDED to any other runs scored.


New Penalty Runs can be awarded against either batting or fielding side.





PITCH & PLAYING AREA


Protected (aka “Danger”) Area is now FIVE (5) FEET in front of popping crease.


Boundary is ALWAYS a line or rope.  The base line of a wall or fence is now the boundary.


No practice on the pitch (or adjacent pitches allowed).


No practice on the square within 30 minutes of the start.





MATCH BALL


Give this to the Umpires at the fall of a wicket.


Not allowed to dry ball on the ground or with sawdust (potential penalty).





NEW PENALTY RUNS


ONLY happen if A DISCIPLINARY REPORT (*) is submitted to the Club / League.


Warning, reporting & action varies depending on the crime.





Against the Fielding Side for:


Player returning without Umpire’s permission


Unfairly changing condition of the ball


Deliberately obstructing or distracting (“sledging”) the batsman


Time wasting


Damaging the pitch (fielder, not bowler)


Illegal fielding – e.g. using fielders cap to field the ball


Hitting a fielder’s helmet on the ground 





Against the Batting Side for:


Time wasting


Damaging or running down the pitch


Stealing a run


Deliberately running short





(*)No report required if ball hits fielders helmet on the ground.
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
